1.  Program News
 
The past fortnight has been a busy one for the University of Sydney Biosecurity Program.  Members of the Program attended 
the consultation workshops for the new Security-Sensitive Biological Agents Standard.  This is being implemented to support 
the National Health Security Act (2007). A number of new regulations for the use of select biological agents and toxins will 
come into force from January 2009.  The consultation workshops included brief discussions on a number of areas 
including ‘information security’, personnel reliability, physical security of facilities, and the cost of implementing the new 
standards for industry and universities.  Submissions to the consultation process must be made online before 1 August.

We are also planning to hold the 2nd Annual Biosecurity Symposium at Sydney University on the 9-10 February 2009.
