Special Topic: The American Anthrax Attacks

The investigation into the Anthrax attacks which occurred shortly after 11 September, 2001 has had a number of
new developments. On 29 July, the FBI's prime suspect at the USAMRIID biodefense facility, Dr Bruce lvins, committed

suicide just a week before investigators were to indict lvins for the murder of the anthrax victims (and allegedly offer him a

plea bargain).

Media interest in this story has been very strong and following on from this, the FBI has released nearly 200 pages of
affidavits, warrants and other documents which outline the case against Ivins. The most complete and up-to-date
document outlining the case can be found here (relevant information regarding the case starts on Page 2).

The documents themselves present a number of facts, some of which are at times contradictory, and there have been
sceptical reactions from some quarters. Such scepticism is partially because of the potentially shaky science surrounding the
key piece of genetic evidence, and partly because of suspicions that this is a way to deflect criticism away from the FBI’s 7-
year long investigation. Because the case relies heavily on genetic evidence, which was used to narrow down the strain of
mailed-anthrax to one which was held by only a small number of labs, its specificity has critical implications for

biosecurity science and policy.

The documents also indirectly reveal some interesting information about the work at the US Army Medical Research Institute
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for Infectious Disease (USAMRIID). From the discussion of Ivins’s work:

“Dr. lvins was adept at manipulating anthrax production and purification variables to maximize sporulation and improve the
quality of anthrax spore preparations. He also understood anthrax aerosolization dosage rates and the importance of
purity, consistency, and spore particle size due to his responsibility for providing liquid anthrax spore preparations
for animal aerosol challenges. Dr. lvins produced large batches of Bacillus anthracis which were required for

such challenges - tests in which vaccinated animals inhale pre-defined doses of anthrax spores to assess the efficacy of
the anthrax vaccine”

Whilst biodefense research necessarily involves some level of dual-use research on biowarfare agents, it seems more
accurate to suggest that the USAMRIID researchers were engaged in the production of usable biological weapons
(weaponised, aerosol-ready variants of the Ames strain), which were then used to test vaccine efficacy in live animal tests.
That these weapons were then used in an attack by a ‘trusted insider’ has raised guestions in the US media about the wisdom
of producing such weapons, even if they are never intended for use in warfare.
